This then brought us on time for
the scheduled lunch at the Cypress Lakes Golf Course. After our lunch, we headed for the
base not far away.

The museum had many of the aircraft outside and some inside as well. The one that caught
my immediate attention was the Hugh aircraft right outside the museum......... the Douglas
C124 C—CGlobemaster Il. They referred to this one as “Old Shakey”. It featured clamshell
loading doors and an elevator under the aft fuselage. It was capable of hauling bulky cargo, &
200 fully equipped soldiers! Its weight is 216,000 Ibs! It required the ‘long’ runway to get up.

There was an old retired Air
Force gentleman that gave us a tour. He was a pilot long ago and interesting to listen to.
