e 1979 Le Mans 24-hour race 
saw Garretson Enterprises pre-
pare and transport four 935s to 
Le Mans for Dick Barbour Racing. 
More tha 50 GGR crew members 
and associated groupies, your 
editor included, saw three of the 
red, white, blue, and yellow 935s 
finish in the top ten. Car #70 on 
the cover, came along the next 
year and, driven by John Fitz-
patrick, became the champion 
of the US IMSA series. Standing 
next to this K2 Kremer 935, now 
at Blackhawk, is one of our 2003 
Blackhawk Concours speakers: 
Bob Garretson.

Bob, one of the principals of 
Garretson Enterprises, drove  in 
races at places such as Le Mans 
and Sebring, but also won the 
International World Endurance 
driving championship.
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On the left, Brian mentions the Kraus 
tech session and, coupled with the 
Dyno experience, non attending 
members have missed some very high 
quality technical presentations using 
our Porsches as the demonstrations.
